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to review their request and determine where we can help.  
The requests are usually small and easily resolved.  They 
are varied in nature and often we are able to give more and 
leave a very positive impression with the Veteran and their 
family.  The requests are usually received through the VA.  
Some of the more recent requests have been for food, 
utilities that are soon to b e cut off, and help with rent 
payments before the Veteran is evicted. 
 

We even have several examples of recent requests where 
we chose to give more than had been asked.  One was for 
assistance to a Veteran with a small son.  His request was 
for a small Christmas tree for his young son, making their 
Christmas bright.  Another one was from a Veteran, single 
mom with two small sons.  She requested a Christmas toy 
for her sons.  Once they selected the ñitem,ò which was a 
small toy ship, she approached our Patriot Diaz, where he 
asked why she only selected one toy and she has two sons.  
Her reply was, ñthey are brothers and can share the toy.ò  
Patriot Diaz escorted her back to the toy department where 
they were allowed to select more toys, making their 
Christmas much happier. Another event where Purple Santa 
made a very large impact was on a recent visit to ñSafe 
Placeò in Austin.  Huge thanks go to Patriot Rufus Dye 
where he placed a request in his church newsletter for funds 
to supply the women and their children with gifts of toys, 
clothing and necessary items.  The request brought in over 
$4,000 in funds to obtain items.  The assistance of Purple 
Santa in distributing the toys to the children brought smiles 
to everyone. 
 

Also, please make plans to attend our upcoming ñG.I. 
Breakfastò on Saturday, January 16, 2010.  We will have    
a special guest to inform us of upcoming events, such as 
ñWheelers for the Woundedò Program.
